e Do not boil or use a dishwasher or dish-dryer.

e Do not clean using paint thinner, polishing powders, abrasive cleansers, scrub
brushes (nylon, metal wire, etc.), melamine sponges, the nylon side of an abrasive
sponge, or any similar items.

Do not use bleach as it may damage the product.

Zojirushi’s designated cleaning detergent SB-ZAO1E may be used to clean the
interior of the Main Body and the Lid Set.

The Main Body is fully washable, but do not soak it in water for an extended
period of time.

Avoid damaging the inside of the Main Body when cleaning.

If the product is not going to be used for an extended period, wash thoroughly
and dry well. Store the product away from high temperatures and humidity.
